Alternative Participation Assignment

Your participation in class is important! It is a chance for you to learn from mistakes, receive feedback, and practice new things. You are also learning bigger skills like public speaking, risk-taking, and how to deal with criticism.

However, if there are weeks where you do not or can not participate in class, you may compensate for your lack of participation by completing this assignment on your own time. 

Option A: Compose a paragraph in Latin using current vocabulary and grammar concepts from class. Each correct and appropriately complex sentence counts the same as participating once in class.

Option B:  Create a resource to help the rest of the class (this compensates for other students not having the opportunity to learn from your participation). It can be an online source that I add to my website (like a review video or Quizlet set) or a plan with materials (like a game or worksheet) that you give me to use in class.

Option C: Print and complete a practice quiz from my website (beachlatin.com/bonus-practice), then turn it in during class.

This is an extension of grace - it is entirely your responsibility to take advantage of this opportunity in a timely fashion and submit any assignments to me by the end of the week in question. Remember that participation score calculations restart on Mondays.
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
